If you are not seeing your child’s name linked 
to your account or if you see your child’s name in your acct but cannot see the report, please email 
myedparentportal@sd38.bc.ca as this is the best way to resolve MyEd Parent Portal inquiries. 
Please include the details of what you can see or can’t see in your email so that they can look into it 
asap.
