On Thursday next week we will be undertaking a “Hold and Secure” practice. In this practice
we will be trying a reverse evacuation to simulate a situation where we need to quickly call the
students in from the playground. Teachers will be reminding students that 3 warning bells a the
signal to re-enter the school immediately and go to their classroom. It is part of our annual
emergency response program to practice these types of scenarios. This will not be a surprise
experience this time, but through the Spring we will be conducting emergency practices that
are unannounced to test our response skills.
